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Abstract: Parents and teachers are major pedagogical subjects, not only because of their strong influence over the
children, but also the lengthy time they spend with them. The problem of cyber-addiction among modern children is
extremely relevant and alarming. An authors’ study show that children and adults have different perspectives on this
topic, especially when it comes to time spent on the Internet or what major activities are used by digital devices.
Students say they do not over-sit and not only have fun, but also look for useful information about school, such as
when they are online. Parents and teachers are of the opinion that the time spent on the Internet is very long and is
used mainly for games, listening to music, watching videos and very rarely for educational purposes. From here
comes the idea of following and comparing the perspectives of teachers and parents as partners in child-rearing
activities, and especially in the fight against cyber-addiction. A survey of 160 parents and 50 primary school
teachers was conducted to examine their views on the misuse of digital devices and Internet. Diagrams were used to
better visualize the results obtained. A comparative analysis is made between the two perspectives and specific
conclusions are drawn. The article also includes a brief literature review that sheds light on the importance of
parents and teachers as pedagogical subjects and as creators of the child's overall growth. It is in this capacity that
their position on cyber-dependence is very important. Their observations of the child's behavior are the basis for
assessing his or her condition, identifying steps to counteract addiction, drawing a plan, predicting the outcome of
the situation. Moreover, they are a basic resource that will be used to accomplish the tasks assigned. In this order of
thoughts, teachers and parents should be well aware of the phenomenon of cyber-addiction and recognize the
manifestations, symptoms of this behavior. Their particular sensitivity to this problem is a first step towards
neutralizing it, because they will be the first to notice the symptoms of an emerging addiction. They are not the
enemy of the child who wants to restrict his/her access to the Internet or take the digital device out of his/her hands,
but rather to turn the abuse into a reasonable and purposeful use. At home, this is done through the exercise of
parental control, and at school - by increasing students' computer literacy, by making greater use of information and
communication technologies for educational purposes, and by revealing their many benefits at the expense of the
widespread understanding among adolescents that they are for games and entertainment only. Often teachers and
parents lose the dialogue with each other and transfer responsibilities. Both subjects need to seek dialogue and co-
operation with regard to education and upbringing of students, and to recognize the need for a common position on
prevention and combating the phenomenon of cyber-addiction.
