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PREVENTIVE PROGRAMS FOR PREVENTION OF CHILDREN'S AGGRESSION
ACCESSING COGHITIVE DISMODERATE INTERCOURSE

Abstract: Prevention of students' aggressive behavior is a problematic issue, at its core of social and pedagogical
importance, namely the essential, problematic issues related to the relationship between reflection and prevention,
which can be validative precautionary interventions in the preventive process. The cause of aggression in children is
cognitive dismoderate intercourse between them. At the level of primary prevention, emphasis is placed on
"cognitive dismoderate intercourse”, namely the incorrect decoding of behavioral signals is a major socio-
pedagogical problem that accompanies aggressive behavior in children. But cognitive dismoderate intercourse
(intercourse where there is no adequate understanding of the current situation due to the inappropriate refraction of
""cognition™ in the intercourse process) is dictated by a misunderstanding between communicating personalities and
leads to inappropriately communicating personalities and leads their relationship, which not only distracts them from
one another, but also hinders the correctness of their reactions in problematic situations. The prevention of cognitive
dismoderate intercourse depends on the distinction of the basic behavioral stereotypes, blocking, moderation (this is
a moderate, correct measure) regarding the adequate processing of information between the reflective
representations of personality and the importance of the process of personality of communication. Children engage
in aggressive behavior when a cognitively dismoderated connection is made between the realization of the
perceptual psychic process of comprehending elements of children's interactions and the parallel systems of analysis
in the exchange of communicative signals. Following the preventative examination of children, preventative
examples of approaches to overcome their aggressive behavior were explored and developed. Preventive emphasis is
placed on the development in children of reflective skills that regulate human behavior; these are the functions of the
types of reflections that ensure the presence of consciousness and self-awareness in all units of the cognitive
processes of self-knowledge and self-education. The focus is on the emotional intelligence and relative sustainability
of the prosocial development of children, using reflective analysis, which projects both the concept of personality
for the outside world and its conception of one's own attitudes and views. Reflective work is being taken on
preventive approaches involving the development of social skills in children to help them think and evaluate the
content and focus of their own consciousness and behavior, a preventive look at their social interactions. Reflection
helps with its full capacity in the distribution of values that influence the behavior of the individual, the more
adequately the self-knowledge develops, the more valuable is the preventive function of the reflection regulating the
behavior of the individual.
