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INDIVIDUAL CHARACTERISTICS AND MOTIVES THAT AFFECT PROSOCIAL
BEHAVIOR’S TENDENCIES REALIZED THROUGH VOLUNTEERISM
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Abstract: This article examines some individual characteristics and motives that influence the individual's choice to
volunteer. Factors such as empathy, prosocial attitudes, individual traits that are related to the Big Five personality
traits as well as the attachment style. Volunteering is just one form of prosocial behavior. In everyday life we often
see negative news and information, but often the continuation of this news is related to prosocial behavior - helping
the needy, sometimes even sacrifice. Not even mentioning this sequel, it's part of the news itself.

One of the directions of exploring prosocial behavior is related to whether there are any individual characteristics or
personality traits that distinguish helping people from other people. These studies are aimed at establishing
biological predisposition to helping behavior (temperamental characteristics), family environment, cultural
environment. In his evolutionary theory Charles Darwin also mentions that survival is related to so-called “generic
protection”- that is people's tendency to help their loved ones and relatives most of all. In this way, genes are
transmitted that would assist adaptation and survival.

Volunteering can take many different dimensions - donating funds, donating time, organizing events and more but
all of them require individual’s recognition of the situation and the need for assistance. Equally important is the
understanding and belief that the individual has the resources that the other needs. Otherwise, the intervention would
be inadequate.

Empathy is one of the key components of helping behavior. Recognizing and understanding others' emotions implies
an adequate behavioral response on the part of the individual. Therefore, empathy is viewed in cognitive-affective
terms.

In this area of study, the importance of the early stage of childhood development should be emphasized, as the child
then constructs the models through which he later makes sense of the world. Building an emotional connection with
the one who is caring for the child is vital because this relationship is prototypical. It influences the ability to build
quality relationships with others in adolescence and adulthood.
