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REGIONAL INSTRUMENTS FOR THE PROTECTION OF THE RIGHT OF
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Abstract: A number of legal acts have been adopted in regional legal systems to ensure the full exercise of the
fundamental subjective rights of citizens, one of which is the right to health. Regional acts for the protection of
human rights and, in particular, of the right to health, are important for the progressive development and
improvement of human rights and health law as they further develop the legal regulation of the rights
proclaimed in accordance with a number of important factors such as peculiarities the national legal systems, the
specifics of the territorial regions in which they apply, the religious order. One of the most established regional
instruments for the protection of human rights and the right to health is the African Charter on Human and
Peoples' Rights, The African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child and the Arab Charter on Human
Rights. The first two sources are part of the African human rights system. The African Charter on Human and
Peoples' Rights, also known as the Banjul Charter, was adopted in 1981-22 by the 18th Assembly of the Heads
of State and Government of the Organization for African Unity. It aims to guarantee and protect the human
rights and fundamental freedoms of the African continent. The right to health is explicitly recognized in a
separate provision of the Charter, which testifies to the importance that African peoples attach to the protected
good. The African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child is the second regional act in the African
system that guarantees the right to the best achievable state of physical, mental and spiritual health of each child.
The significance of these regional acts is also conditioned by the fact that they impose obligations for them to
undertake the necessary actions to guarantee and protect the rights proclaimed by adopting different
mechanisms, measures and measures.
