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Abstract: Effectiveness of music education is closely related to the human’s motivation. Mastering a musical
instrument is a long-term process, which demands daily work, discipline, continuity and consistency. Knowledge
of mechanisms of motivation, process of maintenance or loss of interest are key factors for musical development
of pupils studying guitar. The relation between scientific theories of motivation and their application in the
process of learning musical instrument is not well explored yet. There is a lack of thorough conception for using
the achievements of contemporary psychology in the process of guitar training. For solving that problem the
present paper suggests a model for application of one of the leading contemporary theories of mativation into the
guitar training. The research goal is to lay down the foundation of a technological model for building musical
motivation of pupils during the initial years of their musical training, when they are assimilating the basic
technical skills. The article contains ideas which can be used not only by guitar teachers, but by professionals
teaching another musical instrument. The model is tested in the frame of my practice as a guitar tutor, which
gives me opportunity to initiate and explore the effect of different methods in the process of musical training.
Research is carried out among the guitar students aged between 7 and 14 years old. The main used methods are
observation, expert evaluation and case study.
