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Abstract: The homework is a traditional form of independent work of students, including of elementary school
students. In didactics homework is considered as a functional part of the lesson. Despite the change of educational
paradigms, experts emphasize the importance of homework on academic achievement of students. Different
approaches and strategies for its optimization in the context of constructivist educational paradigm where individual
work of students occupy an increasingly important place are commented. Improvement of homework as a form of
students self and group learning requires to redefine its functions in terms of growing, adding transforming,
systematized and supporting role in the educational achievement of students. Still in educational practice formalism
and stereotyping in the award and implementation of students homework is observed. The study of this problem
shows that teachers assign homework mostly for self-training students and very rarely — for group learning.
Assignments often have reproductive nature. Their purpose is students to practice the acquired in school knowledge
and skills. In this process the teacher performs organizational priority and control functions and to a lesser extent
supports the learning of students. Homework is not to award a purpose and students not reflect its importance to
their educational progress. Often it is a large volume, its implementation tired and bored students. Consequently,
students perform homework without desire, without motivation. Formal implementation of homework does not
contribute to raising the academic achievement of students and does not support the teaching. Award and execution
of homework in modern elementary school is still far from constructivist learning functions related to problems
solving, formation and development of critical thinking, individualisation and differentiation of learning, group
social learning, interactivity and teaching as facilitation. This means that it is necessary to apply the current model
award and execution of homework in a modern elementary school.
