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Abstract: In the modern world, considering to its diversitality and mutual conecting, the importance of developing
of interculturality is hudge. By Hofsted cultures can differ between eachothers based on four dimensions, and they
are: individualism in oposite to colectivism, feministic in oposite to masculine culures, power distance and tolerance
of unsafety. While evry culture is characterized by several belifs, values, norms, expected behavioural patterns,
interculturality represents interaction between cultures which includes mutual understanding with respectation for
contributions, traditions, religions and other cultural characteristics of another side. The special stress is put on
equality of different groups which belong to some community. Development of intercultural education, as the base
for accepting of democratic values, equality and respectation for others, is of the great importance. In intercultural
education one should develop critical thinking, social responability, understanding for others, for things in the past
and future, like as new morale, spiritual and religious values. It includes understanding of normality of existing
differences between nations and communities. Intercultural education results in learning of intercultural dialogue as
the process which includes respectabile exchange of points of view between individuals and groups based on mutual
respect and understanding, were these groups have different language, etnic and religious backgrounds.

For performing of intercultural education, a teacher needs several competences. Teachers have to give to students
tasks which angage theis abilities in the optimal way, but with understanding their differences. By alowing to
students to give their contributions by which they will be recognized, teachers help them to develop their self-
confidance and become respecable members of the school community. That is why teachers should know their
students and adapt learning styles to them, to know consists that they are lecturing but with flexibility, to have the
capacity for leading the class and to be aware of ethnic questions and ready to change existing practice. Also, by
including students in the global context by using Internet, e-mail exchanges, PS simulations and other inovative
models, teachers give intercultural dimension to education. In this article, we will be occupied by analysys of
competences for intercultural education, looking at the capacity for changing, influencing of others to change
themselves, developing of flexibility and adaptive behaviour.
